Annual Meeting

January 24, 2004

Meeting Commenced at 10:10 a.m.

Board members present: President Charlie Ridgell, Vice President Don Melcher, Plans Chair Sally Barros, and Parks Chair Matt Cronin. Present at 10:40 Treasurer Gail Rappl. 

Other attendees: Bookkeeper Jen Frick at 10:40. Also, see attached list.

President’s Report Charlie Ridgell thanked Jen Yuen, Jen Frick, Pat Mossburg, Dawn Chesney, Chris Barker and Steve Murphy for their contributions to the HOA and the SV neighborhood. He also thanked the board members. He announced that he will not continue as a board member and urged others to step up. 

Vice President’s Report Don Melcher spoke briefly on the passing of the assessment increase by petition, the budget, speed bumps due to be put in, and continued blight. 

Parks Report Matt Cronin reported on the status of the parks and the need to deal with the tennis court problem and bringing water to the parks. 

Plans Report Sally reported on additions and remodeling jobs in the neighborhood. All were in compliance and in accordance with existing architecture.

 Sally also spoke on the resolution of the 14 Danbury issue from last year. The owners had the Board and the City approval and the SVHOA Board had no recourse to pursue them.

Landmark District Sally has since worked with the City to pursue the designation of Sheffield Village as a Landmark District. There will be a public hearing by the Landmark Commission. Sally explained the process of getting the designation. 

 Chris Barker further explained that the role in SV was only advisory and that the next step is to work thru the City to process the application and eventually put it in front of the City Council. The benefits to the Village are that if someone wants to build something out of character with the neighborhood, then the City and not just the Board would review it. Also, permit fees would be required.
Resignation Sally Barros reported that due to work requirements, she would not be able to continue as a Board member, but would be available to help review plans. 

Building Sally reported that there is a new effort by Ed Patmont to develop 65 homes adjacent to SV. There is strong opposition to the project. Dawn Chesney added a report that the Dunsmuir board unanimously opposes the project.

Assessment Neighbor Dede Sharkey reported that she could not afford to pay the $75 assessment. Dawn Chesney volunteered to pay the difference. 

Approval of Minutes M/S/C approval of Jan 4, 2003 Minutes. 

Bookkeeper Report Jen Frick reported that 84% of dues were paid and we were only $5 off the budget. The insurance refund check had been received. The balance sheet shows a negative $260 with all bills paid. There was a brief discussion about the % of property owners. Treasurer Gail Rappl and Jen discussed the financial statement for 2003. 

Treasurer Report Gail Rappl reported that the projected budget has $6000 toward improvements for the parks, that we may rent storage space and that insurance may go up again in July. There was a brief discussion on the projected budget.

Dunsmuir Billboard Short discussion regarding the 2 proposed billboards advertising the Dunsmuir House. The Dunsmuir needs approval from SV, Parks and Recreation and the City. Further discussions will be addressed with the new board.

Flooding Neighbor Benton Russell reported flooding at the corner of Revere and Marlow due to a crushed run off pipe. He had pictures showing the flooding.  He had contacted the City years ago and nothing happened. Pat Mossburg stated that she had contacted Public Works and the issue will be addressed at the Public Safety Meeting on Jan 28. 

Blight Reported double parking and blight on Middleton with potential fire hazards. A neighbor will write up the exact complaint and give it to Don to present at the Public Safety Meeting on Wed. 

Fireworks Discussion regarding fireworks on New Years Eve going on until 3 am. Proposed: Charlie volunteered to write an article for the Crier regarding the fireworks. The new board is asked to write follow up articles addressing the issue, prior to July 4th and next New Years Eve. 

Elections of New Board A call of interested parties. Chris Barker, Don Fuller, Jarrod Jayne and Tim Herron were nominated, seconded and elected to the SVHOA Board of Directors. New positions are as follows: Don Melcher as President, Don Fuller as Vice President, Chris as Secretary/Treasurer, Jarrod as Parks Chair and Tim as Plans Chair.
