Motion to accept minutes from Dec meeting; seconded & approved. 

Steve Murphy reported about the financials, says approx 70% of residents have paid their dues so far.

says he will be contacting others about their payments in future, by phone, second notices, and door to door contact.  Noted that last year only 2 residents did not pay dues, liens were filed on properties.  Says liens will be filed earlier this year than last year.

Parks plans were to be discussed, but Scott Sommerfeld absent, so no update on design & cost.

Was suggested that a expense report be obtained from Easter Egg Hunt.

Current Items

Auto repairs at Marlow residence (noise/litter):  Dawn says she will compose a letter to residents, advising them of problem. She will send a draft to board for any comments.  Was reported the person has returned to school and problem has quieted down for now, also thought that recent weather might have had some effect.

Noise from building repairs late at night on marlow, poss earthquake retrofit to foundation, the work seems to have been completed now. noise now gone. was noted too that at same residence, there is a pool cleaning business, there are trucks left parked on street overnite with dangerous chemicals in truck beds,this could have some serious/dire results, if anyone, child or adult got into them.

Noise problem from homeless going thru recycling bins late on Sunday nites, police & waste management were called but they didn't seem to care.  Possible solution would be to put out trash on Monday mornings instead of Sunday nites.

Triangle water bill was discussed, noted when put in, the timer malfunctioned and water was on for too long.  Water has been shut off for winter season.     

Scholarship update: Charts were passed out showing various home owners assocations actions on this, what they pay out/where funds come from, dues/donations etc.  Was brought up by board member that our cc&r's don't have provision to fund this.  Idea was that they could come from donations or proceeds from other activities.  Board will bring this up later for resolve.

Park plans: Scott Sommerfeld never arrived, so no report was made to board.

Homeless discussion: Caltrans was notified of people living under I580 overpass, by marlow & benedict dr. also homeless are living up around fire trails area, there have been some break ins of outbuildings, sheds, cars etc, around end of covington/ marlow area.  Police were told.  They said when mud is passable, they and park rangers would move to resolve problem, and move out occupants.  Also pointed out, is there seems to be someone living at top of stairs to Onset park, if spotted report to police for solution.  Was suggested that if any items were found in parks, they should be thrown away, to keep areas clean & possibly deter any future storage therein.

Advisory Council: the clubhouse is slated for remodeling, poss starting in July, thru Dec/Jan, this will greatly enhance the future use.  Once started, the svhoa board will have to find another place to have our meetings, to be determined later as options arise.

Also was reported that the director of activities at the clubhouse, Michelle Fulper, is being reassigned to the Dimond park, and a new director will be sent here.  All will be sad/disappointed to see her leave, as she has done such a wonderful job for the village, with her hard work & dedication.  All have enjoyed & benefited so much from her presence here.  We all say a great Thank You!

New items:

V/pres Tom Rute suggested that a survey be sent out to all villagers to get some idea of their opinions on the 2 upcoming projects, tennis court & Onset park improvements.

Bookkeeper Steve Murphy suggested that the board get 2 cd's, 1 for 3 months 1 for 6 months, rather than let the funds sit in the checking account.  Decided to resolve this later in month.

Oakland Casino: Board decided that they had no opinion on this issue.
