Tennis court update, Steve Butler gave update on work that has been done, and what is still in progress, ie, fence and final top surface coating, permit for the fence should be coming soon from city.

Update on plastic fencing being done on Covington, much discussion & concern from attendees about if it is allowed, materials wise, or not. subject is being researched by Plans Chair Ann D’Antonio, who will report later on this.

Block captain update, discussion as to the resolving of problems with storm drains back up problems and water line work planned in the Marlow/Covington & Covington/Revere & Roxbury/Danbury areas.  Benton Russell appealed to board to contact EBMUD/City of Oakland to try to get them to coordinate the work so both problems can be resolved at same time, so streets wouldn't be torn up for extended periods of time, as both could be done together. suggest a letter from board.  President Laurel March will write the letter.

Block captain also reported that some stolen property had been thrown onto the street in the lower Marlow area, police were notified & retrieved same.

New Business;  Dunsmuir Ridge development.  Attendance was high for this meeting because an anonymous letter had been circulated inviting Villagers to come to the Board Meeting to discuss their concerns about the plans for 60 new homes on Dunsmuir Ridge.  Dawn Chesney representing the Developer spoke to the meeting.  She presented the plans of the developer, with charts and maps.  She spoke of what was planned for the future. There was a heated discussion from the attendees, of what would be done and how it would affect the hillsides and the village, Ms. Chesney tried to answer all questions presented. She said she would deliver the Village’s concerns to the developer.
