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The East Bay Regional Parks District is looking to renew Measure AA as 
a ballot measure for November. In its original proposed budget and 
allocations the Park District was seeking to purchase some of Ed 
Patmont’s land above Sheffield Village to create an urban open space 
and trail corridor connecting Oakland and San Leandro neighborhoods to 
Anthony Chabot Park through the Dunsmuir Heights Area. The original 
proposal set aside $1.4 million to acquire this land. 
 

Thanks to your fellow neighbors, the Sheffield Village Hills Alliance 
Committee and Chabot Park Highlands Homeowners Association who 
came and lobbied the parks district during their public hearings, the East 
Bay Regional Parks District has now increased the amount earmarked 
for this project to $2.3 million. Special thanks to all the volunteers who 
garnered all of those 500 signatures for the petition to save the hill. I 
believe that made a huge statement and helped the Park District adjust

You may have noticed some activity in Onset Park in the past 
two months. Here is a quick recap:  In early April, the Parks 
Committee of the City of Oakland formally approved the 
removal of the Canary Islands pine tree whose alarming 
condition prompted the closure of Onset Park in March. The 
tree—located at the south-Middleton entrance to park—was 
cut down and hauled away on April 16. 
 

The following week work started to create a pathway across 
the park. The pathway project resumed last summer in an 
effort to make Onset Park more accessible and attractive to the 
community (see July ’07 Crier). A proposal was submitted to 
the Board and approved at its December meeting last year. 
With the nice season back for good and any unexpected hazard 
taken care of in priority (see first paragraph) the work could 
start. The result is a nice concrete pathway about 330 ft, 
blending curves and color with the terrain in Onset. It is now 
ready for every Villager to enjoy. Go check it out for yourself 
as Onset Park is now officially reopened! As usual, feedback, 
ideas, and walk-ins are welcome every 3rd Tuesday of the 
month at the SVHOA Parks Committee meeting.

activity, grab your cell phone and snap their picture.  
You can then use your phone and call your own 
voicemail dictating what you see. This is a lot faster 
than looking for a pen and paper and camera when 
something happens.  Of course never do anything 
that would be unsafe, and the police ask that you 
never confront. I don’t want Villagers to endanger 
themselves; simply document and report what you’ve 
witnessed. 
 

Safety Tip 2: Vacation Safety, Keep Your Home 
Looking Lived In!  Have a friend or neighbor pick up 
your mail and newspapers and switch your lights on 
and off when you are away on vacation.  Burglars look 
for opportunity and they target vacant looking homes.  
Instead of just stopping delivery service, ask someone 
to pick these things up for you and change the lights 
around when away.  You can also have them park in 
your driveway if you’re taking your car.  Anything that 
makes your home look occupied will help deter crime. 
Is it possible that you still don’t Yahoo?  As of this 
writing there are 133 members of the Sheffield Watch, 
Safety and Crime Yahoo Group but that’s still fewer 
than 50%.
