Remember what attracted you to Sheffield Village? Perhaps it was the tidy streets with glistening sidewalks, well-maintained lawns and gardens, beautiful street trees, and pristine houses with character. You were proud to move into this neighborhood that had “pride of ownership” stamped on nearly every block. When you drive or walk down the streets of Sheffield Village now, do you still have the same impression you had 40, 30, 20, 10, or even 5 years ago? Garbage cans and recycling bins left on the street or front yard; overgrown weeds in clear view; old issues of the San Leandro Times left on cracked sidewalks with piles of unswept leaves on top, presenting trip hazards for pedestrians. You may be saying, “I’ve noticed it too, but it’s not MY house. What can I do?”

Call the Community and Economic Development’s Code Enforcement Dept. at 238-3381, but only after you are unable to resolve blight-related problems with your neighbors. Meanwhile we can all keep our neighborhood beautiful AND safe for pedestrians: 





**Please remove debris, litter, and newspapers that accumulate in your yard, walkway, driveway, sidewalk, or gutters. Recycle your San Leandro Times, and if you really don’t want to receive it, call them at 614-1555 to ask them to stop delivery to your home. 





**Sweep up (or blow) leaves off the sidewalk and put them in your green bin (or compost them!). Oakland Municipal Code §13.16.100 prevents us from sweeping leaves from sidewalk into the streets, and the sweepers cannot accommodate large piles of leaves. Remember that street sweeping occurs on the 4th Wednesday of each month. Call Public Works at 615-5566 if you have any questions.
